"Sgience in the Urantia Book = Part I* has the cuotations gathered
under the headings of geclogy, chemistry, physies, astronomy, ete, and costa
$2.50. "Toplcal Studies ~ Part I" covers general subjects such as faith,
prayer and worship, ete,, and costs $5.00.
